Boundless – Paintings by Claire Wiltsher - 20 March to 18 April 2010

This exhibition brings together a body of new work connected to the New Forest and surrounding areas. Wiltsher explores the changing weather and rawness of the landscape, experiencing it as ‘Boundless’.  A couple of her poems, as well as one by local poet Keith Bennett are displayed alongside her paintings, connecting as they do with the essence of this exhibition.

The majority of the canvases are square, which Wiltsher feels is important in creating a balance and harmony in her paintings.  The work is ambiguous however; some realistic elements emerge, structure gives way to light and energy and an evocative sense of a place comes through. Wiltsher cites British painter ‘Turner’ as a big influence in her work.  “His use of light is magical”.
