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Birth and Decay

Birth and Decay invites the audience to explore a time-sliced anatomy of the New Forest landscape as it cycles through the inevitable rhythm of seasonal change. The screen is composed of details broken down into macro and micro details that the user navigates by “painting” through layers.
The birth and decay cycle is an inevitable performance that drives the movement of time on this planet. The imagery itself plays with the idea of repetition; the images offer 25 instances of the same subject, the eye decoding multiplicity and diversity.
This piece is part of the 25 series - explore the use of visual montage in examining connections between space/time and our perceptual fields. The series is made up of a series of large-scale printed panels and projected digital images. 
The project has been exhibited extensively in the USA and Europe – including selection for the prestigious SIGGRAPGH Art Gallery in 2007 – a showcase of work that links art with leading edge developments in computer graphics. This is the first exhibition of this work within the New Forest area.
Julian Konczak is Senior Lecturer and Research Cluster Leader in Interactive Media at Southampton Solent University; he has exhibited work in international festivals and galleries as well as broadcast television. He is currently developing immersive interactive video projects with a number of commercial and creative partners.
